Student Safety Reminders  

Once on school property, you 
may not ride your skateboard, 
scooter or bike.  They must be 
parked at the bike racks on the 
west side of the building by the 
fourth grade hallway.  They also 
may not be brought into the build-
ing.  We suggest you put your 
name on them and lock them on 
the bike rack. 

Since students have PE or struc-
tured activity time everyday, ten-
nis shoes are required for every-
day wear.  Shoes that are safety 
concerns are flip flops, slides, 
sling backs, raised heels and 
sandals.  These non –supportive 
shoes can limit movement and 
are a safety concern as they may 
fall off and cause an accident.

Arrival Procedures  

All parents and students enter 
through the front glass doors 
only.  In the morning students

If a parent would like to 
wait with their child, they are to 
do so in the designated area only.
