Some things you can do at home that help promote a healthy self-esteem are: 

· Spending time together playing and/or relaxing  
· Telling them often you love them 
· Loving them unconditionally 
· Giving them a sense of belonging 
· Showing them love and acceptance through your daily expressions of affection and concern 
· Providing a safe physical environment 
· Setting and enforcing clear rules and limits 
· Be realistic in your expectations 
· Encouraging them to say “no” to negative pressures 
· Value their uniqueness

FAST FACTS: 

· Approximately 1/5 of the U.S. population attends or works in schools. (U.S. Dept of Ed, 1999).  

· Some viruses and bacteria can live from 20 minutes up to 2 hours or more on surfaces like cafeteria 
tables, doorknobs, and desks. (Ansari, 1988; Scott and Bloomfield, 1989)  

· Nearly 22 million school days are lost annually due to the common cold alone. (CDC, 1996)  

· Addressing the spread of germs in schools is essential to the health of our youth, our schools, and our 
nation.  

· Students need to get plenty of sleep and physical activity, drink water, and eat good food to help them 
stay healthy in the winter and all year.  

ALWAYS REMIND CHILDREN TO: 

· Cover their nose and mouth with a tissue when they cough or sneeze—have them throw the tissue 
away after they use it.  

· Wash their hands often with soap and water,  especially after they cough or sneeze. If water is not 
near, use an alcohol-based hand cleaner.  

· Remind them to not to touch their eyes, nose, or mo uth.  Germs often spread this way
