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Dear Friendship family, 
 

 By now you know, that our district has called a bond election for Nov. 7 of this year. 
 
 If you look around the halls of our school, you can tell that we are a growing district. In fact, over the sum-
mer, we grew by another 2,000 students. Because the district expects this growth to continue through 2014, 
the Board of Trustees felt that now was the time to call on you to help decide the direction we will go in 
regards to educating our current and new students. They did this in the form of a bond election. 
 
 This package consists of two propositions: the first dedicates $132.5 million toward the construction of a 
new high school and two new elementary schools to relieve overcrowding at our current institutions. Also 
included in Proposition 1 are funds dedicated to improving safety and security measures on our current 
campuses. 
 
 Proposition 2 calls for $9.75 million to repair and expand the Keller ISD Athletic Complex. The projects 
include adding 2,500 additional bleacher seats bringing the seating capacity to 8,000; repairs to the shifting 
foundation; additional parking; concession stand, restroom and locker room expansions; the renovation and 
reconstruction of the press box to accommodate staff, students and media; and the addition of an elevator 
and a seating mezzanine to make the stadium compliant with the Americans with Disabilities Act. Almost 
50 percent of Proposition 2 is earmarked for making repairs and compliance with the ADA. The remaining 
portion will go toward expansion. 
 
 The tax impact on the average home located in Keller ISD (valued at $181,345) would be a $5.20 increase 
per month for Proposition 1 and an increase of 34-cents per month for Proposition 2. 
 
 Both of these propositions will have a profound impact on our campus in one way or another, even though 
it may not seem like it on the surface. I encourage you to learn the facts about the propositions and cast an 
informed ballot in this important election.

Here, you can find a very detailed list of bond projects, voting information and other 
important facts about the election. You will also find links to voting locations, including a long list of early 
voting facilities. The district has also set up a special e-mail account where you can ask your questions. 

Don’t hesitate to contact me with any concerns you 
have about the upcoming election. Please remember when you vote on Nov. 7 that the bond propositions 
are the final items on the two-page ballot and can be found on the back.
