Six Tips for Getting Along Bet-
ter with your Kids

1. Affirm Unconditionally—
We live in a world that is often
conditional. Many children feel
their worth is based on someone
else’s approval. Try balancing
your recognition of your child’s
accomplishments with their
unconditional value.

2. Empower your Children
with Choices—Allow your

child, whenever possible, to
exercise skills of decision-
making by offering choices.

3. Occasionally Let your Child
Lead—Allow your child to plan
your next family outing. Give
them a budget and a few guide-
lines. Be sure to recognize your
child for their effort.

4. Make Tasks Fun—Chores
around the house don'’t always
have to be a drag. A fun idea is
to set a timer when it is chore
time and when it goes off, if

your child is finished doing a
chore, they earn a reward (pizza,
a trip to the park, etc.)

5. Lighten Up—Enjoy being a
parent. Be spontaneous and let
your children know that parents
aren't perfect.

Fluency is the ability to read text
orally with speed, accuracy, and
proper expression. Children
who lack fluency read slowly
and laboriously, often making it
difficult for them to remember
what has been read.

Frequent practice in reading is
one of the main contributors to
developing fluency. Fluency
bridges the gap between word
recognition and comprehension.
To read with expression, readers
must be able to divide sentences

into meaningful chunks that
include phrases and clauses.

Recommended fluency rate
goals are:

1st grade: 40 to 60 correct words

Practice fluency by reading a ;
per minute

passage (or a list of words),
chorally with your child 3 or 4 2nd grade: 50 to 95 correct words
times. Then, as your child reads per minute
the passage independently, time
him or her for one minute. Their 3"d grade: 80 to 115 correct words
. per minute
fluency is calculated by subtract
ing the number of mistakes from 4 grade: 120 to 145 correct words
the total words read in one min- per minute
ute.
